Buildings & Facilities

A building is a structure.  Things contained within buildings are facilities.  Common space which isn’t a defined part of a facility is part of the building.  Buildings have external and limited internal imagery which help to visually describe them.  They use text to describe history and common space.  Facilities are used to describe the specifics of the building: what unique amenities are present, what offices or departments are present, classrooms, lounges, eateries, etc.  Buildings have physical locations on a map.  Facilities do not.  Both can be searched for, but the intention is to place most material inside a facility so that updates are easier in the future and the user has a more defined experience.

AnyMap can contain a near-infinite number of buildings and facilities.  All buildings and facilities eventually end up on the Locations List.  Facilities can link to other facilities, buildings, Topics, and vice-versa.  Facilities may link to hyperlinks on the web.

Maps

A map is a physical image which represents a location.  In AnyMap, as you might suspect, maps are the central focus.  A given map may have buildings and layers associated with it.  A building occupies a physical space on the map and is always present.  A layer contains building-like objects and other symbols which can be turned on and off.  Layers may also highlight regular buildings in alternate colors (ie, Academic Buildings, Residence Halls).  Layers are typically used for parking, handicapped entrances, call boxes, etc.

Topics

Topics are concepts that neither have a specific location, nor tell overview stories (thus, not buildings or themes).  They are often programs, departments, initiatives, features, and concepts.  The Honor System, Student Retention, Athletic Program, etc are all Topics.
AnyMap can contain a near-infinite number of topics.  Topics link to other Topics, Buildings, and Facilities.  Topics and Facilities may link to Topics.  Topics may contain hyperlinks to web content.
